Whoôs Who in the Reformation 

John Wyclif and Jan Hus 

Although Lutherans tend to associate the Reformation 
with Martin Luther, we have to remember that his ideas did 
not come out of the blue. In the early Renaissance, it was no 
secret that the Catholic Church was in need of reform at all 
levels. Parish priests were often uneducated, and this meant 
that basic Christian doctrine was not being taught to the 
people. Canon law required that priests be celibate, but 
many from the popes on down were living openly with 
women in unofficial common law marriages. Church offices 
were being bought and sold, a practice known as simony. 
(This word is derived from the story of Simon Magus in Acts 
8:9-24.) Men were also allowed to hold more than one office in the church; for example, they could 
be bishop in more than one place. Sometimes the bishop did not even live in the diocese; he just 
collected the income without doing his job. This led to a number of attempts to reform the church. 

John Wyclif (also spelled Wycliffe and a number of other ways) 
was an English priest and reformer. He was born in Yorkshire 
around 1320 and arrived in Oxford in the early to mid 1340's. He 
attacked many teachings of the medieval church, including the 
privileged status of the clergy and the doctrine of transubstantiation. 
Wyclif was also an advocate for translating the Bible into the 
vernacular. He and his associates translated the Vulgate (Latin 
Bible) into English. This translation is known as the ñWyclif Bibleò 
and was completed around 1382. John Wyclif died on December 31, 
1384. In 1415, the Council of Constance declared him a heretic; as a 
result, his works were burned, and his body was exhumed and 
burned. Because of his early attempts to promote change in the 
church, John Wyclif is known as the ñmorning star of the 
Reformationò. 

Thanks to a royal marriage, Wyclif's ideas spread to Bohemia, 
over 800 miles away. There they influenced Jan Hus (c. 1369-1415), a 
priest in Prague. He opposed indulgences and thought the laity should 
receive both the bread and the wine at Communion. Hus called for 
conducting services in the vernacular Czech language instead of Latin. 
His attempts to reform the church became associated with increasing 
Czech nationalism. In 1414 he was asked to go to the Council of 
Constance and promised safe conduct. But he was arrested shortly 
after he arrived in November. He was imprisoned from December, 
1414, until his trial the following June. Hus was asked to recant his 
teachings without being given a chance to defend them. When he 
refused, he was condemned to death and burned at the stake on July 6, 
1415. His execution led to a revolt by his followers in Bohemia; the 
fighting which resulted lasted until 1434. His influence in the church 
lasted even longer. Almost a century after his death, Jan Hus became a 
hero to many other reformers, including Martin Luther, who wrote ñwe 
are all Hussites and did not know it.ò

1 We three kings of Orient are;

Incense owns a Deity nigh;  King and God and Sacrifice;

John Henry Hopkins, Jr. wrote both the words and the music for ñWe Three Kingsò. Hopkins 
was born in Pittsburgh, PA, in 1820 to an Irish father and a German mother. At various times, his 
father was an ironmaster, a school teacher, a lawyer, and a priest; he was the first bishop of the 
Episcopal Diocese of Vermont and in 1865 became the eighth Presiding Bishop of the Episcopal 
Church in the USA.  

The younger Hopkins received both a bachelorôs and a masterôs degree from the University of 
Vermont. In 1850, he graduated from General Theological Seminary in New York City and was 
ordained a deacon. He later became the seminaryôs first music instructor. In addition to his interests in 
music, Hopkins designed stained glass windows, seals, and other church art. In 1872, he was 
ordained a priest and served congregations in New York and Pennsylvania. In 1885, he delivered the 
eulogy at the funeral of President Ulysses S. Grant. Hopkins died in 1891. 

Although his hymns are not well-known in other denominations, Hopkins was a leader in the 
development of hymnody in the Episcopal Church in the mid-nineteenth century. In addition to hymns, 
Hopkins wrote anthems and service music. ñWe Three Kingsò was written as part of a Christmas 
pageant for his nieces and nephews in 1857, but it did not appear in print until it was published in his 
Carols, Hymns, and Songs in 1863. It was written so that verses 2-5 could be sung by three different 
voices representing the kings. 

This hymn reflects many of the traditions surrounding this story. For example, it refers to them 
as ñkingsò, but the account in Matthew says they were ñmagiò, meaning ñmagiciansò or ñwise menò. We 
also assume there were three of them, and they have even been given names: Gaspar (or Caspar), 
Melchior, and Balthazar. Matthew does not say how many wise men there were; the tradition that 
there were three probably comes from the fact that there were three gifts.
