This Agape Meal, or love Feast, is a simple, ritual meal which was derived from 

Jewish and early church meals.  It symbolizes the unity of fellowship in the love of 

Christ. 

Signs of the Agape are the cup and bread.  The Christian fellowship meal recalls 

the meals Jesus shared with his disciples during his ministry and expresses the fellow-

ship and community enjoyed by the family of Christ.

Service is held on Friday, March 25 at 7:30 pm.  Our confirmation students will 

lead us in a dramatic reading which takes us through the Stations of the Cross.   

As each one of the seven candles are extinguished, we hear through readings, 

song and prayer the journey of Jesus starting with his condemnation to death , through 

his trial, his walk to Golgotha and his time on the cross.

NOTES FROM THE PARISH NURSE       Staying Healthy 

There are a lot of viruses and illnesses going around this time of year. Common ones include the 

flu, colds and strep throat.  

Here are some ways to tell the difference between them. 

Strep throat is most common in children, but adults can contract it as well. Some of the symptoms 

for strep are: a sudden onset of a very sore throat that can cause difficulty in swallowing, red ton-

sils sometimes with white patches, a fever of 101F or above, tiny red spots on the roof of the 

mouth, swollen lymph nodes, and at times headache, nausea, or vomiting.  

Healthcare professionals can diagnose strep with a throat swab called a rapid strep test. The treat-

ment for strep is a course of antibiotics. As always if your doctor prescribes antibiotics, be sure to 

finish the entire course. Many times people start to feel better and stop taking them.  

For flu, symptoms can include a fever, cough, sore throat, a stuffy or runny nose, body aches, 

headache, chills and tiredness.  Flu can be diagnosed by a rapid influenza test in the doctor’s of-

fice. This test consists of swabbing the nose and back of the throat. There are some medications 

that can help with the flu, and again these should be taken per the doctor’s directions. 

Cold symptoms can also be similar to flu symptoms, but much less severe. Symptoms can include 

a runny or stuffy nose, and are usually short lived. 

The number one thing to remember is practice good handwashing, cover your cough, and dispose 

of tissues in the trash. A good way to make sure you’ve washed your hands for long enough is to 

sing Happy Birthday or Row, Row Your Boat.  

Rest, fluids, and a good diet can also relieve a lot of the symptoms of all of these illnesses, alt-

hough popsicles and ice cream taste wonderful for those with a strep throat.

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Hymn Story ð All Glory, Laud, and Honor 

This hymn was originally written in Latin by Theodulph, the bishop of 
Orleans beginning in the reign of Charlemagne. Louis the Pious, his son and 
successor, arrested Theodulph in 818 on suspicion of being a traitor. The hymn 
was written during this time. In the sixteenth century, there was a popular story 
which claimed that Louis heard Theodulph singing the song and was so inspired 
that he had Theodulph released and ordered that the hymn be sung every Palm 
Sunday. 

The hymn was translated into English by John Mason Neale, an Anglican 
priest, hymn writer, and translator. It originally had 78 lines, but editors shortened 
it in 1859 to three verses of four lines each. In a later version, the first two lines 
were used as a refrain for five verses, each consisting of two lines from the 
original hymn. This is the form which we have in our hymnals today. 

The tune which we use is the one that is most commonly associated with 
the hymn. It was written by Melchior Teschner in the early 17th century, and its 
common name today is ñSt. Theodulphò. In our hymnals, however, the tune is 
called ñValet Will Ich Dir Gebenò. This name means ñI want to bid you farewellò 
and goes back to the tuneôs first use with a hymn for the dying/
