The Results Are In!

n Sunday, June 9th, the first four Stephen Ministers at Holy Spirit will be commis-

sioned.  They are Holly deBenedictis, Scott Smith, Milt Taylor, and Patsy Taylor. (I 

will also be commissioned, but I will continue as a Stephen Leader and not be ac-

tively involved in caregiving.) 

Since January, these four people have completed 50 hours of specialized training in Christian 

caregiving.  They are ready, willing, and eager to help Pastor Robin provide care for people in our 

community who are experiencing a crisis or going through a difficult time, such as divorce, grief, hos-

pitalization, unemployment, illness, relocation, or loneliness.  Stephen Ministers meet weekly with 

their care receiver for around an hour to listen, care, encourage, pray, and provide emotional and 

spiritual support for the person.  Caring relationships are confidential and last for as long as the per-

sonõs need persists.  

YOU can play an important role in our Stephen Ministry in a couple of ways.  First, please lift 

up our new Stephen Ministers in your prayers, asking God to bless their ministry and work through 

them to bring hope and healing to those they are serving.  Secondly, think about your life and the 

lives of people around you.  Are you going through a time of crisis or challenge?  Do you know 

someone who is suffering from grief or loneliness?  Is one of your friends struggling to find meaning 

in life after retirement or after all the children are gone?  Could you or someone you know benefit 

from the care of a Stephen Minister?  If so, speak to Pastor Robin or me, and weõll see if we can con-

nect that person with one of our Stephen Ministers.  This lay caring ministry is the ministry of the 

entire congregation.  Not everyone has the gifts to be a Stephen Minister.  But everyone can recog-

nize the need for care and help someone find it.
