As you come to the altar rail, you may stand or kneel as you are able,
and the minister will place bread, the body of Christ, in your hand. If you are in need of a gluten
free host, please let the minister know. If you prefer not to receive the Communion elements,
Jesus still invites you into His Holy Communion; at the altar rail you may fold your arms and the
minister will pray with and bless you.
